The Jean Monnet project ‘Fit4EU — Teacher Trai-
nings for a Target Group-Specific Civic Education
on the European Union’ (https://fit4eu.org/en) has
been running since January 2023.

The project aims to qualify teachers from different
schools and levels, from primary to secondary, for
civic education on the European Union in a scientifi-
cally grounded, student-centred, and methodologi-
cally diverse way. A multi-modular training pro-
gramme comprising four different strands, each
targeting a specific group of participants, has been
developed, implemented in two cycles, and syste-
matically evaluated. Participants have deepened
and updated their knowledge of European integra-
tion and examined the goals and principles of civic
education in and on Europe. They have also learnt
about various methodological approaches and
didactic formats for teaching about the EU.

The English language pre-conference of the final
conference at Goethe University Frankfurt will take

place online via Zoom on November 28, 2025. The
project's core results will be presented alongside
various presentations from research and practice.
The programme will also include workshops on inno-
vative teaching methods and a panel discussion.

This interdisciplinary conference provides a plat-
form for dialogue between research and practice,
offering an opportunity to share challenges,
successful approaches and methods in the field of
civic education on the European Union. The inter-
national conference is intended for academics,
teachers from all levels of education, non-formal
educators, students, policymakers, media profes-
sionals and other interested citizens.
